Let us introduce you to J.S.: While

driving to the office, there was a
young man walking down the street
toward our building. It was cold
outside, he had no jacket on and he
looked very cold. After picking him

up to see what we could do to help
him he shared part of his story. He
had been arrested over a year ago for
selling drugs. He spent a year in
prison, was transferred to our county
jail and then released. He was not
from here. When we asked if he’d
like to go back home, he just wept
and said “yes mam”. Home is in
another part of Florida. As you can
see by the picture, Jesus beams
through him! When asked if he had
had an experience with Jesus while in
prison, he said “yes”. Then | asked
when, he told me it was 6 months

ago. It took 6 months in prison for
him to let Jesus not only be his
Savior, but his Lord! We were able
to let him get a shower, clean warm
clothes, better shoes and some food
for his bus trip. A volunteer came
within an hour to take him to the bus
station, and he was on a bus within 4
hours of meeting him. We prayed
with him before he left and were sad
to see him go — there was such a
spirit of gratefulness and humility, he
could not say thank-you enough. The
volunteer that took him to the bus
station cried when she left him.

We acknowledge that only the Lord
knows how to break us to obedience
to Him. We all, at times, need to be
reminded He’'s the only one that
knows what it takes in each of our
lives to bring us to a new level of
trust and commitment to Him — for
His Glory. For many of the dear ones
we work with, the breaking process is
in jail or prison — and perhaps more
than 1, 2 or 3 times. Each time
someone comes out of jail or prison,
their hope is that this will be their last
visit. Such is the case with the next
precious one we’d like to introduce

you to: Her name is T.S.

T.S. lives in a tent in the woods and
has off and on for over a year. | say
“off and on” because in the last year
she has had 2 separate periods of
being in jail due to some poor
choices. She is 43 years old and is
excited about getting her GED. She’s
actively looking for work. You would
never know she’s homeless by her
appearance. She attends our
Women’s Bible Study as well as a
Bible Study at a local church. She
admits the “time outs” in jail are an
“intervention blessing” from God.

Sometimes people just cannot stop
poor choices without someone else
intervening (being arrested). Praise
the Lord for the encouragement of
her “sincerely desiring the milk of the
Word”.  Please pray for her to
continue to grow in Him that she can
truly walk in the freedom that only
Jesus can give.

We'd also like to introduce you to
Jim. A friend of the ministry met Jim
= at a local
park and
brought
him to
our
office.
He was
sleeping
in the
woods, is
a Veteran
with
disabilities and some benefits. We

were able to help him with a tent,
clothes, a warm shower and some
food. He had begun the process to
get into a VA Housing Voucher
program, but when he left Ft. Myers
to come here the process got stalled,
plus he had no place to receive his
medications from the VA now. We
immediately told him to get on the
waiting list at the Homeless Coalition
Shelter, which he did. The next step
was to help him make necessary calls
to get his meds mailed here, as well
as getting in touch with the case
manager working on his housing

voucher. In the meantime he was
living in the woods, stopping by daily
working on getting all his affairs in
order as well as meeting at our
building with the VA reps. He’s now
in the shelter at the Homeless
Coalition. His VA Housing Voucher
worker is helping him find his own
place and he should be moved in
within the next 6 to 8 weeks. Jim’s
situation is a wonderful example of
many agencies working together to
help 1 person. No one agency can
provide every need a homeless
person needs.

Likewise, everyone who volunteers
with Jesus Loves You Ministry has
different gifts and talents which are
used to beautifully meld the services
we can provide to our homeless
residents. You may transport folks to
necessary appointments, cleaning,
maintenance of the building,

auto/trailer maintenance, thrift store,
pick up donations, make up food
bags, mobile lunch program, shower
ministry, help with laundry needs,
sort, measure and size clothing,
prayer, Bible Study (men with men
and women with women), be a “go-
for person”. All volunteers work

severally and together for 1 purpose:
meet the needs of our homeless
residents through showing the love

of Jesus without judgment and
condemnation.
We will be having a volunteer

training/orientation on Saturday,
February 28* from 1 to 3 pm.



N.D. is another young man who just
got out of jail. He had lived in Port
Charlotte for nearly a year and then
arrested for a minor charge. He
came to us asking for help to get back
up north to his home city to turn
himself in for an outstanding warrant
up there. He will probably go to
prison for 3 to 5 years. After sharing
the Gospel with N.D., he
acknowledged he believed he is a
sinner, that Jesus is the Son of God,

died on the cross for his sins and was
risen from the dead. However, he
was not “ready” to receive Him as his
Savior. We showed him how to find
verses in the Bible, and how to
“work” a self-study beginners Bible
Study for his 2 day trip home. Please
pray for the confession of his mouth
will be his experience that he will ask
Jesus into his life quickly. While in
prison he can have a “set-aside” time
to grow in his knowledge of Him.

The following is a brief testimony
written by a couple living in their car:

Janet: “When becoming homeless in

Oct., 2013, | asked God why He was
taking me out of my stable
environment and placing me in a
homeless shelter. | soon got my
answer. Three weeks after being in

CCHC shelter, | met a person who had
recently lost his wife, apartment, job,
pets and basically his family. There
was something different about him;
he was quiet, respectful, honest and
funny. However, he was lacking God
in his life. Having faith in Jesus that
this relationship was right, we were
engaged and after we left the shelter
in Jan., 2014, we moved into our car.”

Brian: “I have accepted Jesus as my
Lord and Savior and love Jesus so
very much. We have a church home
and after asking Janet to become my
wife, we were married December 18,
2014. | am so blessed with my wife. |
love her so much and although we
don’t have much | am very happy

with my lovely wife that God has
given me. We are blessed by meeting
Leslie and all those at Jesus Loves You
Ministry. They help us with food,
clothing and showers. They let Janet
take showers during the week and
iron her uniform to go to work.
Janet works full time balancing two
jobs. | am waiting for a disability
hearing this month.”

Both Janet and Brian: “You know, if
there were a lot more people like
Leslie and the people at Jesus Loves
You Ministry, the world would be a
lot better place — don’t you think?
We love Jesus Loves You Ministry.
We are homeless though we are not
hopeless.”

These are just a few instaes of the awesome things that are happening at the Jesus Loves You Ministry house.
